Product Sorter

Maximum Number of Placements for this Position: 10 per shift.
As a Product Sorter, you will be sorting through donated non-perishable food and other items.  Volunteers will check “sell by dates” and package integrity and then sort the food into several different categories.  Training and orientation will cover all information needed to sort donations in the warehouse.  Some heavy lifting will be required.  We may also ask you to help with other warehouse tasks, including pulling orders, assembling Brown Bags for Seniors or product for the Child Nutrition Program’s Backpack Program, assisting in the shopping area and cleaning the warehouse (sweeping the floors, picking up trash, disposing of expired items). 

Please wear clothes that can get a little bit dirty.  The warehouse will be cold during the winter and hot during the summer, so dress appropriately.  We have a water fountain and a soda machine for drinks.  

Product Sorters will be required to commit to a minimum of one shift per week and will report directly to the Warehouse Manager, Director of Community Outreach and other appropriate staff.
